Wonderful Start to OST! 
Summit Out of School Time Program has been up and running 

since October 3rd at Summit School. Enrollment is now up to 104 

students with an average of 42 students staying every night! 

Typical OST Day  
¶ Kindergarten through 3 rd grade have 20 minute interventions each day which 

include Math, Vocabulary, Phonics and Spanish. After, they enjoy a healthy 
snack and an activity that is chosen to fall into our weekôs theme or physical 
activity.  

¶ 4th Grade has Spanish once a week.  

¶ 4th-12th has a healthy snack then a full hour of optional physical activity, an 
activity that falls into our weekôs theme, community service, robotics, or STEM 
activities.   

¶ Each day, there is a designated staff (which is also a day time school teacher) 
that hosts homework help for all grades.  
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OST Hosts Weekly Themes 
During each week, activities and crafts are chosen to meet the weekly theme.
